Below are the results from the recent Hall B start counter fiducialization. The coordinate
system was defined from a central axis running through the upstream face of the aluminum
flange and a point downstream 665 millimeters constructed from the intersection of the six
sides. Roll was set using an average of all six sides. A +X is to the beam right and a +Y is
above. As requested, the location of the downstream aperture and two other centerline
points defined from the six sides are reported as well as the angle between each side.
