The purpose of this memo is to ensure that the whole Jlab user community receives previously released information regarding mandatory training on Radioactive Material Controls at Jefferson Lab.  My apologies to those who received this information more than once.

HISTORY

Several events in the recent past indicate point to weaknesses in control of radioactive material at Jlab.  On September 19 Dr. Christoph Leemann, Jlab Director, sent out an all-hands memo announcing a Radiological Work Stand Down on Friday, 9/21, including mandatory training sessions scheduled in the CC auditorium for that day. Besides attending one of these sessions, all radiation workers (employees, users, students, contractors,…)were to read and electronically sign a one-page document “Radioactive Material Controls at Jefferson Lab”. Those who could not attend any of the sessions on 9/21 were to complete mandatory training consisting of a) reading the above one-page document, and b) viewing an on line video of the 9/21 presentations in the auditorium. The consequences of not completing this mandatory training were spelled out in director’s memo from 9/19: “Previously qualified radiation workers who did not complete and sign the required reading by COB September 28, 2007 will have their dosimeter removed until they have met this requirement.”
FOLLOW-UP
Messages containing information how to complete the mandatory reading and video viewing were sent on 9/20 and 9/21. On 9/28 I sent a last reminder to those who did not complete the mandatory training as indicated by HR training record. From the reactions I have received, it became evident that messages from 9/20 and 9/21 did not reach all users. I am therefore repeating information related to the mandatory training below and sending it to a wider mailing list that should capture all users. My apologies to those who received only the reminder from 9/28, giving them apparently only four hours to comply. This was a result of an inconsistency in generating e-mail distribution lists. To remedy this situation,
