Applicants are also sought in high-performance scientific computing in the areas of CFD, Nuclear Physics, Finite Elements/Crash Simulations, Sequence Alignment and Phylogenetic Analysis.  Practical experience in using parallel computers and scholarly publications in High-Performance Computing are important.
