The Department of Physics at Old Dominion University is seeking a tenure-track assistant 
professor in the field of experimental nuclear and/or hadronic physics. The Physics Department 
at Old Dominion University has assembled strong research groups in atomic, accelerator and 
nuclear physics, building on the proximity of the Thomas Jefferson National Accelerator 
Facility. The experimental nuclear physics group is leading programs to study nucleon spin 
structure functions, real and virtual Compton scattering, medium modifications of the nucleon, 
the structure of the neutron and the deuteron, NN correlations in nuclei and hadron spectroscopy.

Candidates must have a Ph.D. in nuclear/particle physics or equivalent and significant 
postdoctoral research experience. The successful candidate will be expected to initiate a vigorous 
research program in nuclear and/or hadronic physics or closely related fields and obtain external 
grant funding. The candidate is also expected to teach Physics classes at the undergraduate and 
graduate level and to involve undergraduate and Ph.D. students in his or her research.
