Phil Mutton was asked to review the recent Lockout/Tagout event at the Test Lab. The
incident included a circuit lockout device which somehow came off a breaker which had
been in the “Off” position. The breaker had subsequently been switched to the “On”
position. The electrician, working on this circuit used proper procedures and discovered that
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power was on before work commenced. However, if this switch had been flipped while
work was being performed, severe injury could have resulted. Attached is a “Special Alert
concerning Two- or Three-Pole Lockout Devices on Single-Pole Breakers” which has been
distributed. Administration Division Highlights also has a summary of the corrective actions
taken.
